Lisette Tiddens-Engwirda, Secretary General, CPME said: 
"CPME is very pleased with the European Parliament's decision on the Working Time Directive.  Indeed, all CPME concerns put forward in policy "CPME position on the revision of the working time directive" and advocated towards MEPs were met.
MEPs have voted out the opt-out clause, voted to define “on-call time” – irrespective of it being active or so-called inactive - as being work and as far as the extension of the reference period is concerned,  it will only be allowed if safeguard measures have been introduced first. 

Health and safety of workers is key in this debate and CPME will make sure the voice of European doctors is heard and valued in the on going legislative process.”
